Mount the couplers to the ceiling using appropriate
fastners (not included) according to the structure of
the ceiling (see Fig. 1).

See Fig.3 for the mounting points. The internal thread
of the coupler is 1/4-20. If screwed in from the top of
the coupler, use maximum screw length of 5/16".

Pass the aircraft cable through the gripper and make
sure to feed the cable through the slot in the coupler
befo;e) hand. Fasten the gripper into the coupler (see
Fig. 2).

Level the fixture by pulling the aircraft cable if
necessary.

Make appropirate wiring connections and attached the
canopy assembly to the junction box using the
bracket/nipple/finial assembly provided.

When rotating the fixture, make sure the side tubes
are parallel with eachother (Fig. 4).
