5 - ADJUST HEIGHT OF FIXTURE BY ADJUSTING THE

POWER CABLES (ENSURE THAT THE POWER CABLE IS
PASSING THROUGH THE CENTRE OF THE HUB AND
THE CANOPY).

6 - MAKE ALL NECESSARY ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS,
LIFT CANOPY COVER INTO POSITION AND SECURE
WITH SCREWS (X3).
