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Place the fixture on a flat surface.

Pass the aircraft cable with the swagged end
through the center hole in the ceiling plate.

Attach the ceiling plate to the junction box and
make the wiring connections coming from the
remote box to the terminal blocks.

Attach the ceiling plate to the ceiling using
appropirate fastners (not included) to the ceiling
plate's mounting holes. (Make sure to not hang
the fixture to only the junction box).

Unscrew and open the suspension hub. Pass
the 3 aircraft cables with the ball end through the
bottom piece of the suspension hub. (see Fig. 1).

Attach the loose ends of the three aircraft cables
(with ball) to the cable gliders (see Fig. 2).

Pass the vertical aircraft cable's loose end
through the top cap and the middle gripper piece
of the hub. Adjust the height of the fixture by
pressing down on the tip of the gripper
mechanism (see Fig. 1)

Screw the suspension hub back together.

Trim or coil the excess power cord inside the
canopy.

Make all necessary electrical connections, lift the
canopy cover into position and secure it with the
cable clamp and set screw (see Fig. 3).

NOTE: Use cotton gloves when installing or handling fixtures
with plated finish or glass/faux glass decorative components.
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
